Students who are interested in conducting their project must sign up as a volunteer three months prior to project and volunteer at least 20 hours prior to start of project.

Students should submit requests which are reasonable in scope and have a positive impact on patient care, healthcare, etc. Project requests should not include observations of surgeries or shadowing clinicians (doctors, nurses, etc.) as these will not be approved.
